»  the name of the MSS committee of which you are a member and your role on the committee.

Award Criteria

Awardees will be chosen randomly from a pool of all eligible applicants.

Withdrawal

If awardee decides not to attend the meeting, he/she should inform MSS at once, so that the award can be offered to another applicant.
If an awardee withdraws from his/her annual meeting participation of his/her own accord, the award will be withdrawn by MSS.

For those traveling with children, an array of adventures awaits in Kansas
City. Head down to Crown Center (crowncenter.com) and take in the SEA
LIFE Aquarium and Legoland Discovery Center, then walk the Link to the
iconic Union Station (unionstation.org) for Science City, the Xtreme Bugs exhibit, and the KC Rail Experience. The whole
family can enjoy a show at the Arvin Gottlieb Planetarium or the Regnier Extreme Screen at Union Station or ice skate at
the Crown Center Ice Terrace. Crown Center also offers Kaleidoscope, a multi-sensory creative center, and productions
for children at the Coterie Theatre. Just five minutes southeast from the conference location, you’ll find Stone Lion Puppet
Theatre, and there’s something for everyone at the Kansas City Zoo (kansascityzoo.org), which boasts beloved polar bears,
Nikita and Berlin, as well as the new Helzberg Penguin Plaza. For little nature lovers, check out the Anita B. Gorman
Discovery Center or take a trip south to the Deanna Rose Children’s Farmstead in Overland Park (KS).

| from Union Station. For a unique historical experience, find your way to the Arabia
Steamboat Museum (1856.com) to see the largest collection of pre-Civil War artifacts in

d the world. The Kansas City Royals will be training in Arizona, but baseball fans will want
to visit the Negro Leagues Baseball Museum (nlbm.com) at 18th and Vine. While you're
there, check out the American Jazz Museum (americanjazzmuseum.org), too. (Those
wanting to learn more about the historic 18th and Vine district should consider joining

us on a walking tour of the area, led by local food historian Dr. Andrea Broomfield from
Johnson County Community College. SEE page 4 for more about tours.)

Union Station

Into the performing arts? The 2015 annual meetings will be held at the downtown ,
Marriott, just steps away from the Music Hall Kansas City (kansascity.broadway.
com). The Marriott is also located near the Kauffman Center for the Performin
Arts (Kalmar Conducts Dvorak and Beethoven, March 27-29), the Sprint Center
(Fleetwood Mac on March 28), and the Midland Theatre (Excision on March 29).
Just a few miles south of the downtown Marriott, you’ll find “Angels in America”
playing at the Kansas City Repertory Theatre, and if youre willing to travel a bit
farther from the conference facility, check out “The Merchant of Venice” at the
Jewish Community Center or MOMIX at Johnson County Community College,
both in Overland Park (KS). If you have a taste for choral music, the Heartland
Men’s Chorus will join with the nationally-renowned Lawrence Children’s Choir
to offer “Modern Families,” a musical documentary that celebrates the changing
face of American families, March 28-29 at the Folly Theater. Fans of jazz music should head to the Majestic, where there’s
live jazz every night, or check out the Phoenix Jazz Club in the Kansas City River Market.

The Bloch
Building, added in 2007, ranked number one on “TIME”
magazine’s “The 10 Best (New and Upcoming) Architectural
Marvels” Nestled in between the Nelson-Atkins and Mill
Creek Park, the Kemper Museum of Contemporary Art was

Kansas City’s first cultural institution, established in 1885.

Just a few blocks from the Marriott, with its eclectic mix of
boutique shops, unique restaurants, studios, and galleries,
the Crossroads Art District (kccrossroads.org) is a fabulous
place to spend an evening. Foodies won’t want to miss
Extra Virgin, where award-winning chef Michael Smith
serves up adventurous Mediterranean tapas, or Antonss,
where the tilapia is raised in an on-site aquaponics system
for the ultimate in fresh food! (Those wanting to hear
about aquaponics at Anton’s and other features of the local
food system should consider the tour led by Professor Stu
Shafer from Johnson County Community College. SEE page

Fiorella’s Jack Stack, some of Kansas City’s finest barbecue,
